So
many neighbors and friends rallied around us and helped us through that dark time and many of
these people remain a meaningful part of my life to this day. | feel much the same about my
neighbors and friends here in Stansbury Park. | am fortunate to live in a community where
people help each other and work together to better the community. Just one example, (and the
highlight of my time at the Agency) was renaming Northport Park to Solomon Park after long-
time residents Ray and llene Solomon who volunteered many, many hours to beautify the lake
and community. The Agency had nothing to do with the renaming of the park -- it was a 100%
resident driven initiative. | am so grateful to the community members who cared enough to
make sure Ray and llene were recognized in this way for their years of service.

As we enter a new year, it is my hope that we can continue to come together to strengthen our
community and cement a lasting foundation for generations to come.
